
What if churches in Iowa joined together to provide real help for the hungry?

God is using many churches to help in this ongoing need. What if this year, 
your church also helped?

There are three ways your church can accept this call to action.
  
PRAY for God’s comfort and love to bless those who are hungry, that God’s 
people would arise to help those in need, and that He would touch each of our 
hearts to know what we must do to respond to this need.

GIVE by sponsoring an event to raise funds to assist with the costs of 
purchasing the raw ingredients needed for the meals and transportation of meals 
to those in need. Your church can:

• Distribute empty bags used for packaging meals (bags provided) and 
 encourage your members to return it with at least $1 to pay for the 6 meals 
 that would be prepared in the bag.

• Have a “noisy offering.” Distribute the bags used for packaging meals and 
 encourage your members to fi ll them with change and then empty the change 
 into a metal tub in a visible location in your church.

• Get the kids involved!  This is a great project for Sunday School or Vacation 
 Bible School and will encourage children to experience the joy of giving to 
 support mission projects.

• Be creative in developing an event for your church. Just let your Meals 
 from the Heartland Church Team contact know how we can help!
